Commitment  Card  Questions  Fellowship Hall/Kitchen Construction Plan  

The following are the major construction plans 

from the Building Committee, architect, and 

engineers. Details may change of course, 

depending on what ñsurprisesò may be found 

during renovation. A more detailed list is available 

from the Building Committee.  
 

Bathrooms -  
Enlarge and remodel, handicapped access, new 
fixtures and windows,  changing stations. 

Ceilings -  
Install wiring for Sanctuary, expose and refinish 
beams, sheetrock, new lighting, all ceiling same 
height. 

Walls -  
Remove SE & NE, non-load bearing walls, 
remove accordion dividers, move kitchen west 8 
feet, insulate and drywall exterior walls.  

Windows -  
Glass block replaced with ones able to open 
(except bathrooms). 

Kitchen - 
Expand size 300-400 sq. ft., new center island 
w/sinks and garbage disposals, new coffee area, 
install commercial dishwasher, refurbish gas 
oven, new electric range, refrigerator, and 
microwave. 

Other - 
New electrical outlets and switches, air 
conditioning, new commercial grade floor 
covering, encase support posts, projector screen 
on S wall, new speakers. 

Q. Why is the theme ñOur Foundation, Our 
Passion, Our Fellowshipò? 

A. It builds on the success of our 2003 campaign. 
We added ñOur Fellowship,ò because 
Fellowship Hall is where we have meetings, 
weddings, funerals, fund raisers, and meals 
with our members and the community.  

 

Q. What is the goal of this campaign? 

A. Our goal is to raise enough money to renovate 
the Fellowship Hall and the kitchen. The 
detailed plan has an estimated cost of 
$450,000.  

 

Q. Why didnôt we renovate the Sanctuary first? 

A. The Building Committee recommended that 
this project was the next logical step in our 4 
phase renovation of the entire church. Much of 
the wiring needed in the Sanctuary is in the 
ceiling of Fellowship Hall. We voted to 
approve this project during an all Church 
Conference on May 3, 2009. 

 

Q.  How and when do I pledge? 

A. You will receive a commitment card during an 
information gathering or by mail after May 
2nd. After prayerful consideration of your gift, 
you will be asked to bring your pledge to the 
May 16th Covenant Worship Service. 

 

Q. When does construction begin and how long 
will it take to finish?  

A. The Methodist Conference requires we have 
1/3 of the goal in cash, 1/3 pledged, and 1/3 
can be borrowed. If all goes well, we could 
begin construction in the Fall 2010, with 
completion by Spring 2011. 

 

Q. What about the debt from the last campaign? 

A. Any remaining debt will be added to the total 
needed for this campaign. Currently that 
amount is about $15,000. 

We hope this brochure will explain what we are 

trying to accomplish in the Capital Stewardship 

Campaign. Hopefully you were able to attend one of 

the many informational gatherings to get more 

information and answer any of your questions.
