Having faith in Jesus is a lot like walking on a tightrope.  

This lesson was based off of James 2:14 and one of our

We find it easy to believe when no risk is involvedɭ

when nothing is asked or expected of us....but real faith 

requires action, not just belief.  Real faith is displayed 

even when believing in Jesus gets hard.  It involves risk 

on our part and a belief that we serve an all-knowing God 

who will take care of us.  (And yes....of course we had a 

very serious teenage boy who volunteered to walk the 

tightrope between the two ladders....and no, we did not 

allow it!  We asked if they were trying to get rid of us as 

leaders with the insurance liability involved in such a 

situation??)
